Description
1.  Background
*The Minneapolis Foundation (TMF) is one of the oldest and largest community foundations in the country.  The Foundation manages over 600 donor advised funds and awards approximately $5 million each year from its unrestricted funds.

*The Digital Inclusion Fund, a donor advised fund of TMF, is one provision of a community benefits agreement that was part of the contract between the City of Minneapolis and U.S. Internet Wireless (USIW) through which USIW became the vendor responsible for establishing a wireless network in Minneapolis.
The purpose of the Digital Inclusion Fund is to support efforts to bridge the digital divide in Minneapolis by providing qualified organizations with financial resources to promote technology access and literacy for low-income people, people of color, people with disabilities, new immigrants and refugees, displaced workers, elders, and new users of technology.
2.  Advisors to the Digital Inclusion Fund
*Primary Responsibility:  The Advisors to the Digital Inclusion Fund will make recommendations for grants to be made from the Digital Inclusion Fund. With oversight from TMF, the advisors will establish annually how funds will be allocated and update funding priorities as needed.
*Members:


The Digital Inclusion Fund Advisors will include no more than one representative from USIW and one representative of the City of Minneapolis.  The majority of advisors will come from the community, including representatives from the community technology field, local nonprofits, economically disadvantaged and underserved populations.  

3.  Expectations
*Advisors will meet at least once each year to recommend grants.

*Advisors will read and review grant proposals and materials.
*Advisors will declare conflicts of interest related to grants from the Digital Inclusion Fund.
*Advisors will agree to hold in confidence all discussions regarding grantmaking decisions related to the Digital Inclusion Fund.
*Advisors will work with the Development Department of TMF on any fundraising activities related to the Digital Inclusion Fund.
